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Money Matters part 3 – How to be Rich 
Leader’s Notes
HOOK
1. What’s the largest gift you ever received?  How did it make you feel?

2. What cause prompted the most generous gift you ever gave?  

3. Which gift made you happier: giving or receiving?

BOOK/LOOK

Read Tim. 6:17-19
4.  Would you admit that you’re rich?  How much more would you have to make or own in order to qualify as rich?

5. Agree or disagree: gratitude is a stronger motivator in giving than guilt.
6. What are the two dangers of wealth that Paul mentions in this passage?  (Arrogance and false hope. Arrogance is having an inflated sense of self-worth.  If you equate your self-worth to your net-worth, the richer you get, the more important you’ll think you are. Wealth is a false hope because it’s so uncertain.)
7. What are 3 things rich believers (which includes most of us) are instructed to do?


1) Put our hope in God – start with a declaration: “I won’t trust in riches but in Him who richly provides.”  


2) Be rich in good deeds.  How are good deeds an antidote to arrogance?  (They demonstrate that others are more important than us.)


3) Be generous and willing to share.  How is giving an antidote to affluenza?  It practices the opposite of greed.  Giving first breaks the assumption that everything we have is for our consumption. 
8. How do the words “rich in this present world” remind us of another motivation in giving? (There’s another world besides this present world - an eternal kingdom in heaven with God that awaits all who have believed on Jesus.  You might be rich in this world, but it won’t last forever.

9. Read Matthew 6:19,20.  When we do good to others, or give away finances, what grows?  (Our heavenly bank account.)
10. Read Luke 12:16-21 What is The Consumption Assumption? (Whenever we have more than we need, greed is the assumption that everything we have is for our consumption.)
11. Why did Jesus call the rich man foolish? (God didn’t call the rich man foolish because he was materially rich; he called him foolish because he didn’t know why he was rich. It’s not what you have; it’s what you do with what you have.)

13. Where do you currently volunteer in the church or community?  Do you enjoy your volunteer role?
14. Do you have a regular financial giving strategy?  
15. Do you think you’d be better off financially if you didn’t give to the church?
