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The Power of Kids to make a Happy Home – Leader’s Notes
HOOK
1. When did you first drive a car?  Vote?  Have your first drink of alcohol? Decide to follow Jesus?

2. If you could go back to any age, which age would you pick?
BOOK
3. Read Psalm 133:1,3.  What does God give us when we live in unity?  What are other words for blessing?  (happiness, life, grace, prosperity).  What blocks you from greater family unity?
4. Read Phil. 1:27-28.  How is pulling together as a family of Christ a sign to unbelievers? How “unified” do you see our multi-congregational church?  What suggestions do you have to promote greater unity?
5. Read 1 Tim. 4:12.  Do we underestimate the power of children/youth?  How are young people examples to older people?  Which of the 5 example areas are you strongest in?  What’s your weak spot?
6. What Jesus story is often used to illustrate the power of a child?  (Feeding of the 5000 using the loaves and fish of a boy).  Read John 6:5-13. How would you have felt if you were the boy in that situation?

7. Read Phil. 4:13.  Is this verse simply about positive thinking?  How did Pastor Perry’s magnet illustration reveal a truth of Phil. 4:13? (There are a lot of things that you have to do each week.  And sometimes it seems like you don’t have the strength to do it.  The little magnet can only do so much. But when we ask God for strength to help us do what we have to do, we can do all the things we’re asked to do, because He gives us His strength - large magnet works through the small magnet.  Daily, we can pray: “God, I need the power of the Holy Spirit in me.”
